A Prayer For  You



1.Set aside time and create a space — Whenever and
whatever fits your family best, stop and take time to

encounter God through each daily card. Find a space in
your house to showcase your cards as you go, using the

twine and clips provided!

2. Open envelopes daily starting with #1 — Each envelope
includes a card that has an image, a verse reference, and a

prompt on the back (either an Invitation, discussion,
reflection, or prayer). This will go along with the theme of

the week! 

3. Invitation cards — Think about who you will be inviting
each night to our Christmas Eve services! Write your name
(or family name) on the card before you hand it out so they

can bring it back with them! 

4. Keep the conversation going all week — Look for ways to
live out that week’s theme through kindness, gratitude,

and love.

How To Engage



Week 1: Hope of Heaven
We begin Advent with hope — trusting that even when
things are dark, God’s light is coming. Our true hope is

found in Jesus, who came to bring Heaven’s promise to earth
and remind us that He is making all things new.

Week 2: Peace Is a Person
Peace isn't just a feeling — it’s a Person. Jesus came to calm
our hearts, bring people together, and show us that true
peace is found in knowing Him. We can share His peace by

showing kindness and forgiveness to others.

Week 3: Love Without Limit
Love is what it’s all about! God loved us so much that He
sent His Son, Jesus, to show us what real, unlimited love
looks like. His love has no boundaries, and we can share

that same love with everyone we meet.

Week 4: Joy to the World
Joy is more than being happy — it’s the deep gladness that
comes from knowing God loves us and that Jesus came for

all people. The angels told the shepherds, “I bring you good
news of great joy!” This joy is for the whole world!

Day 6

Day 7

confidence in the hope and promises of
god to never leave you. Push through

you’re done, praise God for his
goodness and faithfulness. Be proud of
yourself for your strength and courage

to step out of your comfort zone. 



Day 8

Day 10

Reflection: 
Use today as a day of repentance. What
“evil” might be present in your life that
is keeping you from fully experiencing

God in this Advent season? Lay that
down at the feet of Jesus and pursue the

peace that he promises you. 



Day 11

Mark 5:34



He said to her, “Daughter, your faith
has healed you. Go in peace and be freed

from your suffering.”
-Mark 5:34

Reflection: 
His words - “Go in peace” - are more

than just a farewell. they signal a new
beginning. The peace Jesus gives

includes complete restoration - not
merely physical healing but wholeness
in body, soul, and community. Peace in

this sense is knowing we are deeply
loved, welcomed, and made whole by

God. 



Day 12

1 Corinthians 14:33



For God is not a God of disorder but of
peace - as in all the congregations of

the Lord’s people.
-1 Corinthians 14:33

Discussion:
-Where is there disorder in your life? 

-How have you experienced peace?

-How can you take what is disordered,
give it over to Jesus, and find peace

today?



Day 13

Psalm 85:8



I will listen to what God the Lord says;
    he promises peace to his people, his
faithful servants - but let them not

turn to folly.
-Psalm 85:8

Invitation: 
Notice the peace around you today. As

faithful servants of Jesus, we are
promised peace. Sit in that peace today.
Enjoy the world around you and know

that you are deeply loved by God. 



Day 14

John 16:33

you will have trouble. But take heart! I
have overcome the world.

Invitation: 
Jesus never promises us an easy life. In

fact, he tells us that we will have
struggles, but in him we can find peace.
Share that peace with someone today.

Invite them to join you this Advent
season as we discover the person of

Jesus deeper. 



Day 15
